COUNCIL MATTERS 
Declaration of Interest: None.
Cllr Stephenson as Chair asked that an item of urgent business be included – Community Governance Review – Councils who wished to be included must respond to WNC by 18th August.  Cllr Stephenson proposed that the PC ask to be included.  Seconded by Cllr Weston.  All in favour. 
Previous Meeting: 

Agreement as a true record:  The Minutes of meeting held 4.7.23 were approved by all Councillors, and agreed/signed as a correct record. 

Matters arising: Minute no 5041 9b) – Village Trees.  Tulipa tree at 40 Hesketh Road.  Cllr Weston confirmed that this tree appeared to be dead.  The Clerk had previously made contact with the WNC Arboricultural Officer in the Planning Department responsible for trees, requesting that he report on the condition of the tree, and also WNC Highways as Councillors were concerned that, if the tree was dead, it could fall and injure anyone in the vicinity.  Cllr McCord had also raised this as an enforcement issue.  An email had been received concerning this tree, subject of a Tree Protection Order, from a resident expressing their concerns, and the Clerk was asked to respond accordingly.

PLANNING MATTERS 
Applications received: 
2023/5676/FULL – White Rose Farm, Potterspury Lodge.  Single storey kitchen extension.  Cllrs had no objections to this application but requested that any concerns raised by neighbours be taken into account.
2023/5785/FULL – 15 High Street.  Detached timber framed double garage with room over & side store with external storage.  After discussion Cllr Stephenson proposed the PC object as follows -

‘It increases the built area and is an over development of the site.  It is overbearing in both size and scale.  As well as being in the village Conservation Area, It will have an adverse effect on the neighbouring listed buildings at 17 & 19 High Street as well as on the dwelling at 15 High Street itself.  If however, it is minded to approve this application then Councillors respectfully request that the garage should be used solely as ancillary accommodation to the existing dwelling house, 15 High Street, and as such should not be sold, leased, let, sub-let or used as an independent dwelling unit.  Additionally, they request that any concerns raised by neighbours be taken into account when determining the application.’  Seconded by Cllr Llewellyn.  All in favour.

PUBLIC OPEN SESSION
Ms Taylor advised that the Play Area Refurbishment Group had secured a grant of £1,000 from John Lewis, and requested that this amount be ring fenced and only used for the play area.  The Group was holding a cake sale at the Coffee Pot in early September to fund raise, and also to make residents more aware of what was planned to improve the play area.
Ms Antcliff & Mr Dowding spoke of their concerns about the building site adjacent to 15 High Street, including the raised height of the development, no apparent plans for a retaining wall between properties, and possible future problems with the run off from storm water.

They also expressed their objections to the new planning application for a detached double garage at 15 High Street.

An email had been received from Mr Balderstone & Ms Kennedy also outlining their objections to the new planning application for a detached double garage at 15 High Street, and this was read out to the meeting.
