Councillor Reports: 
Street Lighting – No problems reported.
Village Trees – No problems reported.
Allotments – Cllr Robinson had visited the allotments and gave her report. 5 plots had not been managed for a long time, and if they were affecting other plots the Clerk would be asked to write to plotholders accordingly. She indicated that all plots should be identified and the borders clearly marked and maintained, whilst the pathways required cutting on a regular basis.
Village Hall – The AGM would take place in May, and with key Committee members resigning there was concern that the VH would have to close if no-one came forward to take on these roles.

Playing fields - No problems reported. 
Highways – Cllr Hill advised the potholes in Hesketh Road had broken through the concrete.  The Clerk would report these to Fix my Street.
Mowing – the village wide mowing had begun on 11th March and no problems had been reported.

PUBLIC OPEN SESSION
Mrs Taylor outlined the progress they had made the project for refurbishing the School Lane field play area. There would be a bake sale at the village garage sale on 11th May, and another on 6th July.   They were working on the tender document, and wanted to ensure the application form was completed correctly.

Cllr McCord & Cllr Pritchard’s reports as Ward Councillors -
The early draft Local Plan was out for consultation, and the number of houses required had been drastically cut and most development was planned to be around Northampton. He stressed the importance of encouraging everyone to take part.  Exhibitions were being held in different parts of West Northamptonshire during the consultation period.   
With regard to Furtho Pit, the Environment Agency required a full ecological survey over 12 months, which would be completed during the summer months, and had outsourced the required flood report.  Highways had not yet responded, neither had Ecology.
